They will take part in role play scenarios 
such as air raids and evacuations.  

Science 

Your child will look at an array of natural and man made materials and their properties. We will also be 
looking at how they are used in day to day life and will be solving various   
scientific investigations; leading onto how materials can be manipulated to change size, shape and 
strength. 

RE  

Throughout the autumn term your child will learn all about Judaism, Diwali and Christmas. 

Music 

In music we will learn all about the history of the marching band and how it became more popular during 
the wars. Your child will be using Garage Band to compose a piece of music to accompany a film. 

Art and Design Technology 

Throughout the term, we will learn about different aspects of the war through art and design. In design 
technology, your child will cook a simple dish based on a World War II recipe. In art, your child will learn 
how to draw and create tone using artist sketching pencils. They will sketch and develop their understand-
ing of mixing colour whilst painting in the style of Ethel Galbain .  

PE 

On Thursday, during creative sessions, they will have lessons based around Gymnastics involving appa-
ratus and dance. The children will have games PE lessons every Wednesday.
